
SHERIDAN FIRE-RESCUE 

2023 FIRE STATISTICS 

 

As of July 10, 2023, Sheridan Fire-Rescue responded to 632 calls.  Of those calls, 265 are fire 

related and 367 EMS related.  Following is a list of those calls that are broken down into Major 

Incident Types:

Sheridan Fire-Rescue's average response time from dispatch to arrival (lights and siren) on EMS 

calls is 6 minutes and 4 seconds; fire calls is 6 minutes and 41 seconds.  The average turnout 

time from dispatch to enroute (lights and siren) on EMS calls is 1 minute and 14 seconds; fire 

calls is 1 minute and 49 seconds.  Average time on scene is 16 minutes and 32 seconds.
